The admission to the children from weaker section and deprived section near the school will h‘e
given in Standard - | to the extent of minimum 25% of the number of students in that standard and
they will be given free and compulsory education till the completion of primary education. Provided
further that this norm will be complied with even in respect of pre-primary standards.

As regards the children specified in paragraph 3, the reimbursement will be received in
accordance with Section 12(2) of the school act. The separate Bank Account will be given to the
school for getting such reimbursement.

(Seven) The teacher will perform his/her duties specified in Section 24(1) of the Act, and

(Eight) The school shall ensure that the teacher/lady teacher is not involved in private tuitions
